Proposal Formatting
The PAPPG guide has been updated to allow for proposal documents in landscape format.

Biographical sketches

Thereis no longer a page limit for biographical sketches

The Synergistic activities section has been removed from the biographical sketch. This will
now be submitted as a standalone document in Research.gov.

Synergistic Activities will now be uploaded to Research.gov as a standalone document.
Limited to 1 page

Individual Development Plans for Postdoctoral Scholars or Graduate Students

As part of the CHIPS and Science Act of 2022, postdoctoral scholars or graduate students
who receive substantial support from NSF must have an Individual Development Plan
which is required to be updated annually.
